The BMW Station, an in-car cradle for the 
iPhone, was specially developed for car models 
without a display and promotes convenient and 
safe operation of the iPhone by:

• integrated hands-free kit with directional micro-

phone
• radio silencing
• charge function for the iPhone

Registering the iPhone

Only register the iPhone when the car is 
at a standstill.

road users.

The iPhone only has to be registered once to 
connect it to the car via the BMW Station.
1. Switch on the ignition.
2. Place the iPhone in the BMW Station.
3. Activate Bluetooth on the iPhone.

A list of the devices found is displayed.
4. Select “BMW Station” from the list.
5. Enter the PIN code “1234”.
6. “Connect”
7. The Bluetooth connection is established 

automatically if the iPhone was registered 
successfully.

Up to eight iPhones can be registered on the 
BMW Station.

Once registered, a connection to the car is auto-
matically and quickly established when you place 
the iPhone in the BMW Station.
If other iPhones were previously connected to 
the BMW Station, you may have to deactivate 
Bluetooth on the devices that were last connect-
ed so the new iPhone to be connected is detect-
ed by the BMW Station.

Without the BMW Station

Please refer to the documentation supplied with 
the car for information on how to connect the 
iPhone to the car without the BMW Station.

Number

Making a call

If a connection is established, BMW Link auto-
matically switches to the iPhone telephone 
menu and an option screen for returning to 
BMW Link during the call is displayed.

Ending a call

Calls can only be ended in the iPhone telephone 
menu.

Address 

• In the main menu, tap Go To > My Places

• As you type, the names of cities or towns that match what you have entered 

will be displayed. When the name of the place you want to go to appears in 

the list, tap it to set it as your destination. 

Tip: ‘Copy and paste’ to enter an address 

You can copy an address from within a text, email, webpage or even another app and paste the 

details directly into your BMW Link. Just tap and hold to paste parts of an address or the full address 

into the Enter City or Postcode box.  

• Start to type the street name. The names of streets that match those found 

within the city or town name you selected above will be displayed. When the 

name of the street that you want to go to appears in the list, tap it to set the 

street as your destination. 

• Enter the house number and tap it to set it as your destination. 

You can also choose to skip this step and go to the town or city centre, or 

select a cross street to navigate to an intersection. 

• Tap GO to begin navigating. 

 

  



My Places 

With My Places you can navigate to frequently visited locations including your 

Home, Work, Favourites and Recent places 

 

Home 

Enter your home address and save it as one of your favourite locations so that you 

can enter it quickly every time you want to plan a journey to and from your home. 

• In the main menu, tap Go To > My Places  

• Select the Favourites tab 

• Tap the Home button 

The easiest way to enter your home address is by choosing Address.  

• Enter the city, street name and house number of where you live. After that, 

you’re done. 

Tip: If you’re already at home, then choose Current Location to save your home address with one 

tap of a button. A GPS fix is required. 

Your home address will be saved in your Favourites list.

Work

Contacts

To find additional types of POIs, tap More Categories or Search All

PhotoNav 

When you take a photo using the GPS enabled camera on your phone, it captures 

both the moment and your exact location, so that you can use your BMW Link to 

navigate back there. 

• Take a photo with your phone’s GPS enabled camera. 

When you take a photo, your phone uses GPS to record your exact position 

and other geo tagged information which is stored with the photo.  

Note: Follow the instructions that came with your phone. 

• In the Go To menu, tap PhotoNav.

Your BMW Link will automatically switch between day and night mode based on 

UTC time if available, or else it will use the time set on your phone’s clock.  

 

 

Guidance 

You can choose exactly how you'd like to be guided for every journey you make.  

Tap Settings > Guidance 

To show a map view on approach to a turn while in the Directions view, tap Show 

Map in Directions View.  

You can also set how near to a turn you’d like to be before your BMW Link switches 

from the directions view to a map view. Choose one of these options: 

Metric (Miles) Metric (Kilometres) 
Never Never 
1 mile from turn 2 kilometres 
0.7 miles from turn 1 kilometre 
0.5 miles from turn 500 metres 
0.3 miles from turn  
 

 

Turn Warning Distances lets you choose how far from a turn you wish to be before 

you receive a next turn instruction. 

Choose from the following options: 

• At 2 miles/2 kilometres 

• At 1 mile/1 kilometre 

• At 0.3 miles/0.5 kilometres 

 



Turn after next turn distance 

BMW Link can alert you if you need to make two turns in quick succession. 

You can change the distance at which you’ll receive a turn after next turn instruction. 

Choose from: 

• 0.2 miles/0.3 kilometres 

• 0.3 miles/0.5 kilometres 

• 0.5 miles/0.7 kilometres 

• 0.7 miles/1 kilometres 

 

To hear a spoken instruction when you need to make a turn, tap turn now 

announcement. 

To change how near to a turn BMW Link provides the spoken turn now instruction, 

select one of the following options: 

• Never 

• 50 yards/metres 

• 100 yards/metres 

• 150 yards/metres 

• 200 yards/metres 

• 250 yards/metres 

• 300 yards/metres 

• 350 yards/metres 

• 400 yards/metres 

 

  



Background navigation 

Your BMW Link can continue to provide you with turn-by-turn directions while you’re 

on a call or using another app on your iPhone. 

To change the way your BMW Link works when minimised, tap Background 

Navigation.  

You can select the following options: 

Disable/Enable Background Navigation - If you enable background navigation, 

BMW Link will continue to run in the background when using other apps. If you 

disable background navigation, you will not receive guidance while you use using 

other apps. 

Turn GPS Off - if you have enabled Background Navigation, you can set your BMW 

Link to automatically switch off GPS after a certain period of time to save power on 

your iPhone. Choose from: 5, 10, 15 and 20 minutes. 

Display GPS Warning - check this box if you would like to receive an on-screen 

warning before GPS is switched off to save power. 

 

 

Show ClearTurn™ 

At some intersections and exits, BMW Link can display a more realistic image of the 

road layout with lane indicator arrows and real sign post information. 

To switch ClearTurn on and off, tap Show ClearTurn. 

 

 

 

 

 



Safety Alerts 

Safety Alerts warn you when you are approaching a safety camera location.  

BMW Link displays the location of the safety camera on a map and gives you a 

spoken warning. 

You can change the way your BMW Link warns you about safety cameras, tap 

Settings > Safety Alerts. 

 

Enable safety camera warnings 

• Tap Display Safety Alerts to receive on-screen and spoken safety camera 

warnings.  

 

Changing the warning distance 

You can set how close to a safety camera location you want to be warned. 

You have three distance options to choose from: 

• 250 yards/metres ahead 

• 500  yards/metres ahead 

• 1,000  yards/metres ahead 

 

Updating safety camera locations 

BMW Link comes pre-installed with a database of thousands of safety camera 

locations across Western Europe. 

The location of these safety cameras can change frequently and without any prior 

notice.  

We recommend you regularly update the safety camera database so that you have 

the latest locations for alerts when you’re travelling.   

 

 

*Available in Western Europe only. Safety camera locations are not available in Switzerland, and customers are advised to 

deactivate camera warnings completely when travelling in Switzerland to comply with local legislation. 



Speed limit 

BMW Link can display the speed limit of the road you are on and can warn you to 

slow down if you’re speed exceeds the maximum speed limit of the road. 

To set the way your BMW Link warns you about speeds limits, tap Settings > Speed 

Limit. 

Note: If the speed limit for the road you are on is available, it is shown next to your speed. 

If you’re drive faster than the speed limit, your speed is shown in red. 

• To display the speed limit in Driving Views, select show speed limit. 

To set BMW Link to warn you if your speed exceeds the limit:  

• Select show warning when speed exceeds 

• Select a speed, above the speed limit of a road, to set when you would like to 

receive a warning 

To hear an audible warning if you’re speed exceeds the limit, select enable speed 

warning sound. 

Always respect the speed limit of a road and drive at a safe speed for conditions such as weather and traffic.  

Different speed limits may apply to different types of vehicles travelling on a road.  

Check the road speed limits set by a particular country before you start a journey 

  



Language and voice 

You can change the language used for all buttons, information and instructions 

displayed on-screen and spoken by your BMW Link navigation. 

Tap Settings > Language & Voice. 

 

Change the language  

BMW Link provides on-screen and voice guidance in a wide range of languages. 

 You can change the language used by your BMW Link navigation. 

• Choose a language from the list. 

 

Choose a voice 

Once you have selected a language, you can then choose the voice you want to use. 

Select a voice from the list.  

You can: 

• Select Test to hear a sample of your chosen voice. 

• Press Download (if available) to download the selected voice to your phone. 

Your BMW Link has two different kinds of voices: 

Standard voice – Provides pre-recorded spoken instructions such as ‘Just Ahead 

Turn Right.’ 

Text To Speech (TTS) voice. TTS provides more detailed spoken instructions using 

advanced TTS computer voice technology. TTS converts written text into a computer 

generated voice to pronounce street names and other announcements. 

TTS voices are indicated with an asterix. 

 

 

 



GPS 

Your BMW Link will automatically use your phone’s built-in GPS receiver for 

navigation or the built-in GPS receiver of  the BMW Link Station. 

BMW Link relies on GPS satellite signals to locate you on the map and to provide 

turn-by-turn guidance to your destination. To check the current status of your 

phone’s GPS reception, select Settings > GPS.  

The GPS Status screen displays the information received from your phone’s GPS 

receiver. You can see your current latitude and longitude position, the UTC time and 

date, your speed and your elevation. 

 

GPS Performance 

It's important that the location, date and time are set correctly on your phone to 

ensure that the GPS information you receive is accurate. The first time you use a 

GPS receiver it may take a few minutes to determine your current position. In future, 

your position will be found much faster.  

To ensure you have the best possible GPS reception, make sure that your phone 

has a clear line of sight to the sky. Large objects, like big trees and tall building, can 

sometimes interfere with your phone’s GPS signal.  

BMW Link can use enhanced positioning technology to provide continued guidance 

when you’re driving in a tunnel. The In tunnel mode icon will be displayed.  

You will not be able to get a GPS signal inside buildings, garages, multi-storey and 

basement car parks. 

 

  



Sounds 

BMW Link makes the following kinds of sounds: 

• Spoken instructions  

• Warning sounds  

• Button sounds 

To adjust the sounds played by your BMW Link, tap Settings > Sound. 

 

Change the volume level 

You can adjust the volume level of your BMW Link using volume buttons on your 

phone or the volume control of your car radio if you use the BMW Link Station for 

iPhone. 

Choose Mute, to turn off all BMW Link navigation sounds. When set to mute, BMW 

Link doesn’t provide any spoken instructions, alerts or button sounds. 

 

Button sounds 

Choose button click sounds to turn on and off the click sounds that play every time 

you touch a button in the navigation. 

 

Change the way BMW Link provides spoken instructions when 

music is playing 

You can set how BMW Link plays spoken instructions when you’re also listening to 

music on your iPhone.  Choose from the following four options: 

• Mute music during voice prompt 

• Reduce music volume during voice prompt 

• Play same volume for music and voice prompt 

• No voice prompts whilst music is playing 

 



Units of Measure 

To set your preferences for the type of units of measurement used in maps and 

instructions, tap Units of Measure. 

Choose from Imperial (distances in miles) and Metric (Kilometres)
